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Floating Schools that change School Learning! 

You see that? Two red flags with a black square in the middle waving in the wind!  Thats the hurricane signal! 
Ahhh!  In Bangladesh, Asia, hurricanes happen often in this muddy shore.  This muddy shore, however has 
forced the civilians to live in the sea.  Houses were now built on stilts to prevent flooding.  These long stilts hold 
up the houses, surfacing the houses above the terror waves. Often in this small country's shore, strong hurri-
canes will form above the equator, and head toward the Bangladesh shore.  Hurricanes can bring strong winds 
and tall waves, like a tsunami.  These waves can raise up to 12 feet tall!   With wind speed from 75 mph to 175 
mph, hurricanes are a fearsome sight.  Now imagine you were a Bangladeshi citizen.  You would be terrified! In 
a matter of  hours, houses with short stilts would washed away, buildings built inland torn, and boats thrown 
about.  Most important of all, schools.  In Bangladesh, education was already  rare because of the poor popula-
tion.  Adding hurricanes, or typhoons, would add to the long list of no education causes.  A bangladeshi citizen 
then came with an idea that would prevent typhoons from inhibiting knowledge and education.  A  floating 
school!    This, he says, will be unlike from the other houses.  Many recycled  plastic bottles have been trans-
ferred to the  bottom of the school.  These bottles let the school float and provide drinking water.  The differ-
ence between this school and the stilts houses are, though, that when a big wave comes the floating school will 
float with  the wave, getting no damage. Compared to destroyed schools, this is a big improvement!  The 
Bangladesh floating school has three  levels too, each one holding to about  100 kids.  Boats (hey, thats kind of 
like Venice, the "floating" city) carry the uniformed students to the school, escorted by adults.  Technology will 
also be able to be  used on this education center.  Solar panels cover the large area of the rooftop, generating 
electricity.   He also says that he hopes this design will improve the community.   Large meetings have been 
held on the first, second and third floors, because of the large area this school invention contains.  What should 
we learn about this event that occurred across the world?  Well, it shows that nothing is impossible-almost no 
bangladeshi had education back then!  It also shows that innovation can happen anywhere-nothing yet is per-
fect, from houses to transportation to the economy to the Earth.  God innovation!
